Members of Safe Haven presented information to Council and answered questions.  

Nick Narigon, MPC Editor-in Chief, asked for clarification on the library project funding.  He also asked for an update regarding FEMA funding for expenditures from the recent ice storm.

· Had prepared snow removal costs breakdown

· Street sweeper will be put into service this week

· Scheduled to clean ditch on north side of school this week
