a.  Public Hearing and Awarding of Contract for 2007 Street Improvements, Resolution #07-25

Resident Kurt Kahler expressed his concerns at removing the brick street on East Hilton.  He encouraged the Council to deny the bid and keep the brick street. Nick Narigon asked for Council’s comments regarding Kahler’s concerns regarding the brick streets.  Discussion followed regarding the cost of brick streets vs. asphalt streets and the possibility of doing brick streets as a part of the future downtown renovation project.

Lori Foster thanked everyone that was able to attend the library’s grand opening festivities the previous day.  She also requested on behalf of the Library Board of Trustees, that any remaining funds from the library budget be rolled over into the library’s equipment or adopt an author fund.  Discussion followed regarding the council’s authority to approve or deny the request.  Council asked that the matter be researched.
