Public Works

a.  Monthly Report

     Public Works Director Stukey reported:

· Finished water main for water systems project nearly complete; half of raw water main complete

· Floor poured; walls starting to be formed at new water treatment plant

· New production well completed; Northway awaiting permits and weather to begin new well construction

· Brick street  surface removed from 100-200 blocks East Marion

· Water cleared from streets (except North Street) by Saturday a.m. from Friday storms

· Due to  storm, line on Marion, Jefferson and South backed up to Main Street; continuing to drop

· Storm sewers still full from Friday storms due to system design

· Continuing to pump ox bow

Brent Nelson was present to voice his concerns regarding the backup of sanitary sewer into his basement when the City has a 3-inch rainfall or more.  Discussion followed.

b.  Sale of Bricks

   City Administrator Schumacher proposed that the bricks from the 2007 street improvements projects be made 

   available to the public at a cost of .25/each.  Motion by Curry; second by Schmieder to allow public to order 

   bricks from City Hall for .25/each.  Ayes: Curry, Brecht, Rabe, Kreis, Schmieder.  Nays: None.  Motion 

   carried.

City Council/Mayor/Committee/Attorney/Administrator Reports

Council Member Kreis asked if the Friday storms had damaged any city buildings.  Schumacher replied that the library had received some damage and he would update the council during his report.

Schumacher reported:

· Preliminary plans received for Highway 6/Eastern Avenue Intersection project; required copies have been sent to DOT; anticipate bid solicitation first part of August

· City received 10 inches of rain Friday; police and public works mobilized quickly and kept systems up and running

· No reported injuries from the Friday storms

· Library sanitary sewer backed up into basement; plumbers got the flow stopped and downstairs was cleaned; minimal damage

· Red Cross provided clean up kits for City to distribute to residents

· City is borrowing pump from Army Corps of Engineers to pump out ox bow

· Reminded Council and Mayor of Chamber golf event to be held Friday at 2 p.m.
